Fee for 3 days introductory Urban Permaculture workshop at Bangalore will be Rs. 600 per person per day. This covers only training material and one meal and tea.

Venue:

2 days introductory Urban Permaculture workshop will be at Bangalore (exact location will be communicated later). 7-days workshop on Permaculture design will be at Punarvasu farm that is being developed into a demonstration site for sustainable agriculture and technologies. See the attached write up on Punarvasu for more information. 

Living in a group isn’t a fun?! You will be accommodated in a farm house with the family. No individual rooms. Accommodation is on shared basis. The facilities are very basic but functional. You need to bring only clothing and a torch. Food served is based on health principles and only vegetarian food is served. Punarvasu has lot of greens, energy and space for designing and alternative thinking.
